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Director’s Feedback
It seems impossible that it is already a month since 3GTW in Pretoria. However, this reflects the incredible intensity of the week and the detailed volume of the outputs. 3GTW, by all accounts, was an unqualified success! Logistically, everything ran like clockwork, but more importantly, the enthusiastic participation, interactions and exchanges and detailed and clear outputs were overwhelming. In summary, the over 250 participants from 95 countries, including representatives of many key international stakeholder organisations such as IUCN, drew up a draft 9-point strategic plan. The focus of this strategic framework is the building of the partnerships necessary to overcome the Taxonomic Impediment and implement the GTI Programme of Work and related taxonomic capacity building activities worldwide.  Further, for immediate dissemination, a hard-hitting Statement was drafted outlining the key role of taxonomy in underpinning sustainable development, and the critical need for taxonomic capacity building, for issue to governments participating in the World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD) later this month. A copy of this statement is attached (also available off our website, in English, French and Spanish) and we urge you all to present and discuss this with your national delegations to WSSD.  It is imperative that the truly indispensable role of taxonomy is recognised at the highest levels of decision-making. 

We are busy firming up the draft strategic framework with the details from the different working groups and will be distributing it for input and comment to all interested parties.
