Interestingly, we received many responses stating that such case studies, giving concrete examples of how taxonomy has had significant socio-economic impacts, were extremely hard to come by. Whilst taxonomy is generally accepted as the basis of all biology, many of the benefits of having sound taxonomic expertise and infrastructure readily available, and of the ability to conduct ongoing taxonomic work are not directly linked to socio-economic benefits such as improved agricultural productivity, human health and livelihoods and so on, and so are largely taken for granted. Perhaps this is an ideal future topic for some dedicated research in order to improve the overall understanding and support for the systematic sciences?
