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Director’s Feedback
This month’s Bulletin sees much of strategic importance for the Global Network. Firstly, we have now received endorsements for ANDINONET from the governments of both Bolivia and Colombia; together with that of Venezuela this now makes up the minimum required three countries so we are delighted to announce the formal establishment of ANDINONET and look forward to their implementation of priority activities. Secondly, SAFRINET have just received notification of their formal acceptance as an Associate Member of the GBIF, thus joining ASEANET on the GBIF governing board and helping bring important perspectives to the GBIF debates. Further good news is that CTA are supporting the establishment, through CARINET, of CariPestNet, a web-based information and advice network modelled on the highly successful Pacific PestNet, which has already been adopted and expanded into South East Asia by ASEANET. We look forward to CariPestNet becoming as useful in the Caribbean as the original model has been in the Pacific and encourage other regions to pick-up on this excellent tool.

We are slowly getting Case Study submissions in, collated and ready for web-publication. To further make these available, we will add one per month to the Bulletin circulation - we hope you find these concise examples of the importance of taxonomy useful, and welcome your feedback on them. This month sees a very practical example on the value of invasive species monitoring to biodiversity conservation in the Galapagos Islands. Our great appreciation, on behalf of the taxonomic community, is extended once again to contributing authors. 

And finally, a preliminary announcement of important changes underway at TecSec. Briefly, I have just accepted a new appointment as Director of the Endangered Wildlife Trust, an environmental NGO in South Africa, and so will be leaving BioNET in the next few months. The BioNET Board and I are in ongoing discussions on some form of continued role in the organisation, along with broader-level strategic debates on the future of the Global Network in total. This includes investigating the possibilities of a further funding cycle as the current one draws to a close at the end of 2004. However, as important as it is, as we are all well aware, taxonomy unfortunately still does not sit high on anyone’s agenda! Exciting times lie ahead and details will be communicated as the process evolves.  In the meantime, please feel free to contact me on this process.
