Director’s Feedback
Firstly this month we are delighted to inform you of the appointment of Ms Lucie Rogo to the full-time position of GTI Programme Officer at the CBD Secretariat. Lucie, a Kenyan and long-time BioNETter, takes over from Dr Chris Lyal, whom many of you know, who has been the Acting GTI Programme Officer for the past two and a half years. Lucie is currently a Watson International Scholar of the Environment at the Smithsonian Institute in Washington DC, and informs us that being a BioNETter ‘has benefited my career tremendously’. We wish Lucie all the best in this new and important post and BioNET will of course continue to work as closely as possible with Lucie and the CBD Secretariat in implementing the GTI. Congratulations Lucie, and on behalf of all BioNETters, we look forward to working with you! And our heartfelt thanks to Chris too, for all the hard work he has put into the GTI over the last two years.

We’re really pleased also to announce this month (finally!) the completion and release of the ‘BioNET Resource CD’ containing information on the GTI leading up to the adoption of the GTI Programme of Work at CoP6 last year (as Decision VI/8), the GTI Action Plan, the extensive contents and outputs from 3GTW and the follow-up meeting at UNESCO in Paris earlier this year, as well as many related products such as The Guide to the GTI. This CD will be made freely available to all BioNETters and we sincerely hope that it will prove to be a catalytic resource for generating further taxonomic capacity building activities – and thus implementing the GTI! The contents will all also be available for downloading off our website. 

This month also sees a third Case Study attached to the Bulletin, but more importantly, we’re very happy to announce that by the end of October, the first set of suitable case studies received, now edited and reworked into the ‘1-pager’ format for ease-of-use, will be available for downloading off our website. We really hope that these will be utilised by you as they represent the end product of a process so often called for by the BioNET community.  Further case studies are welcome to add to this resource base.

Important LOOP news is that EASIANET held their 2nd LCC at the recent Joint Forum in Tsukuba, Japan, and we congratulate Dr Tsetseg Baljinova from Mongolia on being elected as the LCC Chair for the coming year and Dr Kevin Hyde and the University of Hong Kong on being voted in as the Network Coordinator, and Network Coordinating Institute (NECI) respectively, for EASIANET’s second three year phase. Representatives of BioNET’s other Asian networks, namely SACNET (South Asia), ASEANET (South-East Asia) and PACINET (the Pacific), also participated in Tsukuba, a great opportunity for inter-LOOP collaboration, establishing and re-establishing contacts, debating priorities and defining projects.  From the Americas, we have news that the MESOAMERINET Formulation Workshop is going ahead, 17-18 November in Guatemala (all interested parties are invited to contact us).  We are also delighted to have just received the first endorsement of SACNET, by the government of Sri Lanka, with notification of appointment of Mr Gamini Gamage, Director (Biodiversity) of the Ministry of Environment and Natural Resources as the National Coordinator.

And finally, whilst happily welcoming Lucie Rogo ‘on board’, it is regrettably also time for me to bid farewell to the BioNET family. I will be leaving TecSec as of 31 October to return to South Africa and take up my new position as Director of the Endangered Wildlife Trust, a conservation NGO. In terms of continuity at TecSec, the Board has agreed that Dr Richard Smith, Assistant Director will take the role of Acting Director, at least until the next Board meeting and possibly beyond, depending on a number of possibilities under consideration. I would like to congratulate Richard and express my fullest confidence in his ability to steer TecSec over the intervening transitional period.  I may continue to play a limited role in an advisory capacity although I am of course confident that BioNET is now well-positioned to go from strength to strength and look forward to seeing BioNET, in the form of the autonomous subregional networks, at the forefront of further activities in global taxonomic capacity building, very importantly including implementing the GTI. I look forward to staying in touch through BioNET and hope to remain in contact with you all.
