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Director�s Feedback


As regular readers know, BioNET directs much effort to supporting implementation of the Convention on Biological Diversity, especially via its Global Taxonomy Initiative.  This week BioNET and the CBD Secretariat took an important step towards building on this record of successful collaboration by signing a Memorandum of Cooperation. If anyone is interested in a copy contact: bionet@bionet-intl.org We now look forward to furthering our work with the CBD Secretariat at the LOOP and global levels in areas of mutual interest and with efforts clearly focussed on the 2010 biodiversity target.  Areas identified for joint work include taxonomy-related aspects of the Clearing House Mechanism, biosafety, technology transfer and, via the Global Taxonomy Initiative, other areas of the Convention.  


As taxonomists know, Cuba has a wealth of taxonomic expertise and valuable collections.  Indeed, it is one of the leading centres of taxonomic expertise in the world.  BioNET would like to see this expertise better mobilised so it is able to more fully support sustainable development in the Caribbean and worldwide.  With this goal, I visited Cuba in July at the invitation of the Institute of Ecology and Systematics (IES), Havana, an institute that is not only a major national centre of taxonomic expertise but is also home to the national biodiversity centre and numerous groups applying taxonomy to the productive sectors.  The specific aim of the visit was to encourage Cuba to formally join BioNET�s CARINET LOOP but there were also opportunities to take forward planning of future activities and explore funding possibilities to build on past BioNET/UK-Darwin Initiative capacity building work in mycology.   With a team led by the international relations specialist from IES, the interim coordinator for CARINET-Cuba and the IES sub-director for Science, fruitful discussions were held with the President of the Environment Agency, head of international collaboration at the Academy of Sciences, and the Ministry of Science, Technology and the Environment.  I also had the great pleasure of presenting and discussing BioNET with researchers at the Academy of Sciences and Museum of Natural History.  The strong interest in CARINET and commitment to taxonomy and its application evident in a number of key institutions and individuals meant that I left Cuba with much optimism about future prospects. 


There has been much welcome news this month in the field of digital tools for capacity building in taxonomy.  From the Lucid team and Gordon and Betty Moore Foundation comes news of an exciting capacity building programme, in which free copies of the highly regarded Lucid identification software are being made to the developing world.  Better still, training and technical support will also be available.  Lucid�s team, which will be giving training with ASEANET in September, is interested in hearing from participants in developing countries; see the New Developments section for details.  


The creation and distribution of digital documentation of biological type specimen holdings has been given a major boost by the release of a free �starter kit� by the E-type initiative of Harvard, the All Species Foundation and Conservation International; see the New Developments section.


Finally, news of an article of interest to all those concerned with strengthening scientific capacity in developing countries.  SciDev.net (http://www.scidev.net/Editorials/) reports a paper by the UK�s chief scientific advisor just out in Nature that finds the gap in scientific output between developing and developed countries is even greater than previously assumed: �163 countries, including most of the developing world, accounts for less than 2.5 per cent� of top-ranked scientific papers.  The Nature paper concludes that: "The cycles of poverty and dependence will only be broken by capacity-building between nations of high and low science intensity".  Recommended reading.

OPEN SOURCE SIMPLE COMPUTER FOR AGRICULTURE IN RURAL AREAS (OSCAR)


The EC is supporting project that will deliver a hand-held tool to farmers to support species identifications needed for decision-making in weed identification and control.  Cooperation between European and South Asian institutions will bring IT&C to rural areas, thereby helping to address the issue of declining agricultural productivity in South Asia. This decision-making tool will effectively address the issues of local language by taking into account the cultural diversity of the populations of the targeted areas in India and Bangladesh. Existing software for species identification (IDAO) will be adapted to run on a low-cost computing device (a Personal Digital Assistant (PDA)) that can be shared among farmers of a local community. A model database for identification and control of a set of the most important weeds of the IGP will be developed for integration with the species identification software. With support from the United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization, the first African Pollinator Initiative Workshop was held in February 2002 at the International Centre for Insect Physiology and Ecology campus, Duduville, in Kasarani, Kenya. A plan of action for the African Pollinator Initiative was elaborated, a governance structure for the initiative was developed, and a series of papers highlighting current research on pollination ecology and dynamics within Kenya were presented. Ten of these papers, presenting original research or reviews completed by African-based scientists, have been chosen for a special issue of the International Journal of Tropical Insect Science.





As pollination biology is a relatively unexplored and a new science within the continent, many of the researchers publishing in this issue are themselves new to the discipline. The publication has been a means of building capacity, linking African researchers with more experienced practitioners largely in Europe and in the United States, and allowing ample time and room to develop the papers as guided by the reviewers.
