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1. Information Needs Questionnaire

2. Preliminary results of a  Herbicide Test on False Kava (P. auritum)

In Micronesia the stems of 300 larger plants were cut and treated as

follows:

We cut the stem, made a hole in the center and applied 2 ml 2,4 D per 

stem with a syringe with no needle. We covered the stem with  plastic 

bags to protect it from the rain. The results are good: the stems are 

rotting slowly away though some small suckers are still growing. 

We therefore will have to spray the small suckers also with 2,4 D ( one 

part water and one part 2.4D). It will take 3-4 weeks to get a complete 

kill. 

According to Extoxnet 2,4-D has an LD50 oral of 375 to 666 mg/kg on 

rats. LD50 dermal on rabbits is 1400 mg/kg. 

3. International Standards for Phytosanitary Measures (ISPMs)

Ten of these standards exist so far. They are listed below.  Three more are at the draft stage and are available for comment (by 30 Aug 2000).

They are rather large documents: mostly between 30 and 250 Kilobytes each (1 page = approx 4 KB) and come in Adobe Acrobat software which we can also supply so that you can read them on your PC. They are developed by the Interim Commission for Phytosanitary Measures (ICPM) and / or its parent body the International Plant Protection Convention (IPPC) in Rome.

5. Pheromone trapping of Rhinoceros beetle

Pheromone trapping of Rhinoceros beetle

Traps with ETHYL-4-METHYL OCTANOATE as attractant for female adults have been under testing in Fiji since March 2000.  Traps were set up in 15 sites with 5% - 25% damaged palms. Average catch per trap and per week of 13 sites: 1.2 beetles, if results of 2 'high yielding sites' are included: 2.0 beetles. Traps are commercially available, expected price: about US$7 incl. airfreight. According to manufacturer traps are supposed to be effective for one year. The Fiji tests continue. Apart from directly reducing the pest population in affected areas, there may be potential use of these traps for quarantine surveillance of countries without the pest.
