Exporting Fruit and Vegetables to New Zealand: A Guide for Pacific Island Producers
First written in 1991 by Garth Atkinson it was revised by Gordon Grandison in 2000. It is published by the South Pacific Trade Commission in New Zealand and has 102 pages. 

It includes sections on:

· Marketing

· Postharvest (quality and temperature management, packaging, transportation)

The New Zealand Market and Recent Developments

The information has been prepared by experts and is presented in a conversational style. Modules, beginning with several devoted to concepts and progressing though specific crops and pests to designing in-field experiments, are thoughtfully organised. Basic concepts for each topic are accompanied by suggested activities, a list of handouts, suggestions, other resources, and related topics for further information.
