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METHODOLOGY 
 
 
Imports 
 
Statistics data were compiled by Unit of Statistics from the Division of Customs and Tax, FSM Department 
of Finance and Administration.  Now the Division of Customs and tax are using the new revised PC/Trade 
software that was installed during 2003 and 2004 at the National Customs Division and at the national 
Customs Branch offices as well as at the national Statistics Unit. 
 
Because data compilation is now linked directly to the custom assessment declaration by imputes we expect 
improved data quality to result. 
 
Customs regulation requires all importers and non business individuals make a self assessed declaration at 
the relevant customs point. The Self Assessment Declaration (SAD) and Electronic Assessment Declaration 
(eSAD) is based on the Form 1086 which as developed in the FSM nad used to meet our need for many 
years to process import declarations.  Self Assessment means importers are responsible for filing, unaided 
their own entry classification from their imported goods and calculating and pay the duties and fees.  The 
eSAD is a Microsoft Excel spreadsheet that is given to Customs from the importers for direct loading into 
PC/Trade. 
 
Import data was transmitted to the national customs office for final review and forwarded to the Naitonal 
Statistics Unit for statistical purposes. 
 
Imports Statistics for 2000 to 2002 were compiled by the Division of Statistics from 1086 customs 
declarations and invoices provided by importers to the Customs and Tax Administration Division (CTA) of 
the Department of Finance and Administration. 
 
The use of these documents was the best possible option at that time, but had a number of shortcomings. 
For example, quantities could be missing or unclear, the nature of goods could be insufficiently described, 
the inclusion/exclusion of freight and insurance in the value could be uncertain, and sometimes even 
currencies were not clear. 
 
Data was collated and classified by staff of the Statistics Division using the basic “PC Trade” software 
application (Statistics version as opposed to the later enhanced Customs version). Installation and training 
on this software was provided in 2000 by Statistics New Zealand under funding from the Asian 
Development Bank (ADB). The data entry and review work took until the end of 2003. 
 
Substantial review and editing of the data (focusing on the larger value imports) was carried out before 
publication and the data is considered to be the best possible at this point. It is however expected that the 
data quality will be substantially improved with the move to importer self-assessment and Customs PC 
Trade that was undertaken by Customs in 2003. 
 
Data was classified to the 4 digit level of the Harmonized System (HS4) commodity Classification (1996 
version), as an interim step towards FSM adopting the full 6 digit level of Harmonized System (HS6) 
classification for Customs. 
Classification of all goods was not achievable due to staff time constraints and to insufficient 
documentation of the nature of goods, so some imports were assigned to a “Not classified” category. 
Nonetheless about 95 percent of goods were classified. An exception was in Chuuk where original invoices 
for 2000 were damaged by water before data entry was possible. So Chuuk Imports for 2000 were not 
classified, except for fuel imports. 
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Quantities were often problematic due to conversion and insufficient documentation. Review of quantity 
data has not been completed, so at this stage only a very limited set of quantity data is being released (see 
below). 
 
There were some short time periods for which Customs forms in Chuuk were damaged. In these cases data 
was estimated based on known information about tax collected in these periods. This affected only a small 
share of the data. 
 
Before publication, the 2000 to 2002 data was converted to fit with the new Customs PC Trade version 
(provided by Statistics New Zealand under NZAid funding in 2003). This involved some adjustments to fit 
data created using the old HS96 4 digit classification into the new 6 digit HS 2002 classification used by the 
Customs system. 
 
Coverage 
All imports of goods into the FSM should be included with the following exceptions: 

1. Goods entering duty free with passenger arrivals (under $200 value limit). 
2. Goods under $200 value limit for duty exemption on personal items. 
3. Goods entering the FSM from another FSM state. 
4. Goods entering and leaving FSM on the same vessel/aircraft without being offloaded. The vessels 

themselves are also excluded from imports. 
5. Goods with no value (e.g. documents). 
6. Diplomatic parcels. 
7. Fish caught by internationally owned vessels and landed in or transshipped from FSM ports. 
8. Fish caught by FSM owned vessels in non-FSM waters and landed or transshipped from the FSM. 

 
Additionally, the following categories of goods should be included but it is known that in some cases 
completed documentation could not be located at the time of data entry. 

1. Goods imported under duty free exemptions (aid projects etc.). 
2. Goods imported by post. 

 
Goods are recorded at 4 Customs points, one in each FSM state. 
 
Definitions and Classifications 
Valuation: Imports are priced at CIF value in US dollars, the same as value used for Customs assessments. 
‘CIF’ is an abbreviation for ‘Cost Insurance and Freight’, and equates to the cost of landing the goods at the 
FSM border, before Customs duties and other in country costs are incurred. CIF values for goods are 
declared to Customs. 
 
Commodity Classification: Goods are classified according to the Harmonized System (HS) Classification of 
commodities. 
 
Data is also tabulated according to the Broad Economic Category (BEC) classification. This classification is 
designed to indicate in broad terms the most likely use of imports in the economy, based on the nature of 
the goods. 
 
Additionally, a table of “major import items” has been included. This non standard classification covers HS 
items or grouping of items that are significant in the FSM and uses common language descriptions for 
these. The ‘major import items’ are grouped in a way that is broadly but not totally consistent with the 2-
digit level of the HS classification and the Broad Economic Category classification. 
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Country of Origin: Theoretically, this should be the country in which the sender of the goods is located. In 
some cases however the port of loading the goods was all that was available. This may lead to 
overstatement of imports from transshipment points (e.g. Guam). 
 
Timing: Imports are recorded at the time of Customs declaration. In most cases this closely follows the 
actual arrival of goods into the FSM because: a) there are no Customs warehouse operations or duty free 
zones in the FSM; and b) Customs impose penalties on goods not cleared with 15 days of a vessels 
departure after unloading. 
 
State: Imports are recorded and tabulated by the CTA field offices in each FSM state in which they are 
declared to Customs. In some cases this may not correspond to the state in which goods are finally destined. 
This is not considered to be a major issue however. 
 
Quantity Estimates 
A table of quantities is published for selected major items only. As noted above quantity data was subject to 
documentation and unit conversion problems. The quantity data released has been restricted to that deemed 
sufficiently accurate, and restricted to a small number of key items and the years 2001 and 2002 only. 
Additionally quantities for this data were re-estimated, to avoid distortions caused by outliers, using the 
following process: 
 

1. ‘Declared Unit values’ for each import consignment were calculated (Declared Unit Value 
=CIF/Qty) 

2. The data was then ordered by declared unit value and the declared unit values corresponding to the 
20, 50 and 80 percent deciles (by CIF value) were established. 

3. For consignments below the 20 percent unit value level and above the 80 percent level, quantities 
were re-estimated, based on the CIF value and the unit values for the 50 percent deciles (the median 
unit value-weighted by CIF value). 

4. As a last step the changes in total quantity and average prices were reviewed. Items where major 
changes occurred were not included in published data unless this could be traced to specific error 
records. 

 
An expanded range of quantity data is planned for release in the near futureas improved quantity 
information comes through the new importer self-declaration procedures that are being implemented. 
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Exports 
 
Estimation 
FSM does not require exporters to complete an exports declaration to Customs. 
 
Therefore, the Division of Statistics uses a number of other data sources to estimate exports as follows:

Missing Data 
In some cases the data sources used were incomplete so estimates were made for missing data. For example 
in some states quarantine data was not available for certain months. The export volumes for these months 
were estimated as the average for the months in the same year for which full records were available. 
 
Exports in FOB Prices 
FOB means “Free On Board”, and is the value of the exported goods at the FSM border. FOB prices do not 
include freight and insurance and any marketing or other costs associated with selling the exports in the 
destination country. 
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Offshore Fishing in the FSM 
 
Offshore fishing in the FSM is done by longline and purse seine vessels. 
 
Fish caught by long line vessels are usually landed in the FSM with some processing before being air 
freighted to the Japanese fish markets as chilled fish. Bycatch is frozen and exported to the USA by sea. 
 
Fish caught by purse seine vessels is usually frozen and transferred to carrier ships that take the frozen fish 
to canneries in a variety of locations including Pago Pago, American Samoa, and Bangkok, Thailand. 
Vessels fishing in FSM waters are required to transship in authorized ports, so that catches and fishing 
license requirements can be monitored, but the fish are not processed or landed in the FSM. 
 
Licensing and Catch Reporting Requirements 
Both long line and purse seine vessels are required to operate under license agreements issued by the 
National Oceanic Resources Management Authority (NORMA) and all vessels are required to report 
catches. 
 
Title 24 of the FSM code allows three categories of licenses as follows. 

1. Domestic  – FSM companies would be either owning and operating or leasing  and operating their 
boats. 

2. Domestic based Foreign – For foreign boats that are based in the FSM. These may be under a 
variety of arrangements – including joint venture operations, or commission basis operation by 
FSM companies, or by Foreign companies setting up subsidiary businesses in the FSM. 

3. Foreign – Foreign companies fishing under FSM license. In some cases an FSM company is 
involved but in a limited way only, and the operation is understood to be essentially Foreign in 
nature. 

 
What is included in Fish Exports? 
 
For statistical purposes, the inclusion of offshore fish catch in the exports total needs careful consideration.  
From an economic perspective, fish should be included in exports if the company exporting is considered 
part of the FSM economy. Fish should also be included in exports if they undergo processing in the FSM. 
On the other hand fish should not be included if they are caught in FSM waters but do not have any other 
connection with the FSM economy aside from paying a license fee. However the data sources available 
require some compromises. Because of the variety of arrangements for individual ships and companies and 
the impossibility of examining each of these in detail, the FSM Division of Statistics has decided to present 
the fish exports as follows: 
 
Longline Catches 

1. Under Domestic license – included in exports 
2. Under Domestic based Foreign license – included in exports 
3. Under Foreign license – excluded from exports but included separately for information purposes. 

Because of the processing and air shipment contributions to the FSM economy this may be useful 
for economic and planning purposes 

 
Purse Seine Catches: 

1. Under Local license – included in exports 
2. Under Domestic based Foreign license – included in exports 
3. Under Foreign license – not presented, because apart from license fees these do not contribute to 

the FSM economy. 
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For the convenience of data users who may have different needs, the Domestic license and  Domestic based 
Foreign license exports are presented separately. 
 
Note that the exports data will include fish caught under Domestic and Domestic based Foreign licenses 
that are unloaded direct to overseas ports or foreign vessels. This may differ from the treatment in some 
other countries. 
 
Note also that the FSM exports may include fish caught outside the FSM EEZ, on the high seas or even in 
the EEZs of other countries, if the vessel reported the fish catch under an FSM license (Domestic or 
Domestic based Foreign). But, the fish caught by FSM vessels and FSM based vessels may not be included 
if they were caught under license from, and reported to, another country. 
 
Classification of Fish Exports 
All longline exports are classified under Harmonized System code 
0302 Fish; fresh or chilled. 
 
Note however that longline bycatch is in fact exported in frozen form, mostly to the United States. The 
Division of Statistics have not separately identified bycatch exports. This is an area to improve for future 
years. 
 
All purse seine exports are classified under Harmonized System code 
0303: Fish; frozen 
 
Estimation of Fish Export Volumes 
The estimation of export volumes utilized 3 data sources: 

•  Catch reporting to NORMA 
•  Air freight records from National Fisheries Corporation 
•  Value and volume records supplied by individual companies, or obtained from public audits in the 

case of government owned fishing companies. 
 
These data sources were cross-compared where possible, and estimates were made for missing or 
problematic data.  Where catch data was used a 20 percent volume loss between catch volumes and exports 
volume, was assumed for longliners and a 8 percent loss for purse seiners. 
 
Estimation of Fish Export values 
For longline exports FOB value data was obtained for major FSM companies, and the average prices for 
these were used to estimate export values for the remaining companies. 
 
For purse seine exports, values were estimated from average prices and species mix data for frozen fish 
imported from FSM into Thailand from the Forum Fisheries Association, minus $130 per metric ton for 
freight. 
 
Why are the fish exports data regarded as estimates? 
Although the best data sources available have been used. Users are advised that a number of assumptions 
have been made in deriving these figures. They do not represent exports statistics compiled in the usual way 
by seeking volumes and values from each Exporter for each shipment.

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CHAPTER 2: IMPORTS 
 
Highlights: 
 

•  Total Imports into FSM during 2006 was valued at $137.9million (CIF value). This is compared with 
$130.2 million in 2005, $132.6 million in 2004 and $117.9 million in 2003. 

 
•  Imports by State: In 2006, 44.0 percent of imports into FSM went to Pohnpei state, 27.1 percent to 

Chuuk state, 19.2 percent to Yap state and 9.7 percent to Kosrae state. 
 
•  The main countries of origin for imports were US Mainland, Guam, Japan, Korea, Singapore, 

Philippines, Australia, Hong Kong, China, Other Countries, Taiwan, Thailand and New Zealand. In 
2006, 39.6 percent of imports into FSM by cif value originated from US Mainland, 18.8 percent from 
Guam, 9.5 percent from Japan, 5.8 percent from Korea, 4.6 percent from Singapore, 4.6 percent from 
Philippines, 4.1 percent from Australia,  3.6 percent from Hong Kong, 3.1 percent from China, 2.8 
percent from other countries, 1.2 percent from Taiwan, Province of  China, 1.2 percent from Thailand 
and 0.8 percent from New Zealand. 

 
•  Food and beverages imports totaled $41.4 million in 2006 (30.0 percent of total imports). 

 
o Meat and fish imports totaled $12.5 million (10.3 percent of total imports), including Poultry 

($4.0 million), Canned fish ($3.3 million),Canned Meat ($3.2 million), and Fish and other 
seafood ($2.2 million). 

 
o Other Major Food items imported included: Rice ($6.6 million), Fruit and Vegetables ($2.6 

million), Sugar and confectionary ($2.2 million), Bread, Cakes, Biscuits, etc. ($1.9 million), 
Ramen, Noodles, Pasta (1.6 million), Milk and Cream ($1.1 million), Ice Cream ($0.7 million). 

 
o Beverages totaled $6.1 million (4.5 percent of the total imports), including, Beer ($2.6 million), 

Soft drinks ($2.5), Spirits ($0.4), Water ($0.3 million) and Wine ($0.2 million). 
 

•  Fuels and lubricant imports totaled $28.1 million in 2006 (20.4 percent of total imports). This 
included Diesel ($14.8 million), Gasoline ($9.3 million), and Aviation fuel including Kerosene ($2.4 
million). 

 
•  Imports of Machinery totaled $12.7 million in 2006 (10.6 percent of total imports). This included: 

Electrical Machinery ($3.0 million) Computers, Household Machinery ($2.4), Calculators and Copiers 
($1.9 million), Telephones and Faxes ($0.7 million). 

 
•  Imports of Construction Materials totaled $14.5 million in 2006 (10.5 percent of total imports), 

including Lumber ($1.5 million), Cement ($1.4 million), Wood Sheets, Plywood, Particle Board and 
Fiberboard ($1.1 million), Tools ($0.9 million), and Paints and Varnishes ($0.6 million). 

 
•  Imports of Transport equipment, parts and accessories totaled $10.1 million (7.3 percent of total 

import). This included Cars ($5.3 million), Motor Vehicle parts ($3.6 million) and Tires ($0.7 million). 
 

•  Other major import items in 2006 included: Clothing and Footwear ($3.6 million), Stationary ($3.0 
million), Pharmaceutical Product ($3.2), Soaps, Detergent, etc ($1.6 million), Cigarettes and Tobacco 
($1.5 million), Kitchen Goods ($1.4 million), Animal Feeds ($1.1 million),  Fabric, Threads and Yarns 
($0.9 million),.
